WordPress Settings

The 6 sub-menus under settings:
> General

> Writing

> Reading

> Discussion

> Media

> Permalinks
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They allow you to change: ﬂ‘
General: Change site title, tag line and time zone

Writing: Basic formatting and settings for writing
posts

Reading: Change front page displays (optional) and
blog pages show at most from 10 to 3 ﬁ

Discussion: Change how WP handles comments and
posts (pingbacks) links to your site

Media: How your site handles and formats media /
Permalinks: Controls URL structure (‘Post nhame”)




Recommend Plugins to install: ﬂ‘

Askimet: Helps prevent comments by spammers
Contact Form 7: Allows your site to create forms

BackUpWordPress: Will backup your entire website
files automatically

Yoast or Rank Math SEQC. Will help you improve web ﬁ
site rankings in search engines

Loginizer: Is a WordPress plugin which helps you
fight against brute-force attack by blocking login /
